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The ADELIS foundation

The Adelis Foundation is an Israeli Foundation created in 2006 by an exceptional man, Mr. André Cohen
Deloro (z”1) (1933 — 2012). A graduate of the prestigious Ecole Polytechnique and the Ecole Nationale des
Ponts et Chaussées, Mr. Deloro had a brilliant career in construction. Recognizing his unbreakable link
with the State of Israel, he founded the Adelis Foundation, the most important work of his life, to
contribute in his own way to the well-being of the Jewish People and to the security of the State of Israel.

The Adelis Foundation was created with the conviction that the security and future of Israel, its economic
development and its influence among the Nations, depend on the excellence of its universities and
research centers as well as its establishments of education, which are essential for guaranteeing the
knowledge of its next generations and, of course, the high level of education of its human capital. But a
strong Nation is also a Nation that knows how to take care of its weakest links.

For these reasons, the Adelis Foundation takes an active role in the following domains: Scientific and
medical research of excellence (65%), education, mainly in the social and geographical periphery (25%)
and social well-being (10%).

In the domain of Science, the Adelis Foundation aspires to help Israel preserve its position among world
leaders in research and innovation and continuously conquer new technological frontiers, by financing
research infrastructure in the country's most promising academic institutions and by providing research
grants to excellent researchers from the best universities in key areas where the State of Israel has added
value and is likely to make scientific breakthroughs decisive for the well-being of its citizens and of
humanity, as Jewish values instruct.

With the conviction that the main means for social mobility is education, always guided by values of
Judaism which advocate equal opportunities, the Adelis Foundation also supports education in the most
disadvantaged socio-economic localities of the country, to allow each child and adolescent to receive high-
quality education and to have a chance to participate in the economic growth, development, achievement
and security of the country. The Foundation thus supports projects intended to broaden circles of
excellence, in order to meet the country's growing need for qualified human capital to support the global
technological and digital revolution of our era.

Finally, in the field of social welfare, the Adelis Foundation is committed to giving a second chance to
children from the most disadvantaged families in the country, by concentrating its action on the creation
of new family unit models in children's villages and boarding schools, in order to offer a framework that
respects the children and allows them to reestablish themselves and then realize their full potential.
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
